Provide an exemption to organizers of the 10 “traditional” special

SUBJECT: events from paying City fees in 2006

RECOMMENDATION: Provide an exemption to the organizers of the 10 “traditional” special
events from paying fees to the City for their 2006 events

DISCUSSION: At the December 7, 2005 meeting, City Council was presented with the
unanimous recommendation of the Special Events Committee to grant “traditional” status to 10
special events in 2006 and grant organizers of these 10 events an exemption from paying event-
related fees to the City. These fees include: rental of parks and parking lots; garbage/recycling
receptacles; barricades; and the services of City staff, such as Police, Fire, Public Works and
Recreation.

The “traditional” events designated are those which are directly sponsored by the City or the
Pacific Grove Unified School District, or are traditional or integral to the spirit of Pacific Grove.
Included in this recommended “traditional” group are: The Good Old Days (Street Faire,
Motorcycle Competition, and Parade); City 4™ of July BBQ; Feast of Lanterns Celebration; PG
Auto Rally & BBQ; PGHS Homecoming Parade; Butterfly Parade; High School Marching Band
Competition; Holiday Tree Lighting Ceremony; Stillwell’s Snow in the Park; and the Downtown
Holiday Parade of Lights.

Council requested, at its December 7 meeting, that staff provide additional information about the
gross and net receipts from the most recent “traditional” events and the percentage of the
proceeds that benefit Pacific Grove residents. In most instances, the net profits (gross receipts
less expenses) were not significant, and three of the 10 traditional events actually had deficits in
2005.

The 10 “traditional” events, deemed as such by the Special Events Committee, represent the
hometown spirit of the City of Pacific Grove. The Committee feels that to require organizers of
these events to pay for City fees would be detraction and, in some cases, might lead to some
events being cancelled altogether.
