SUBJECT: 
Introduce Ordinances Amending the Preliminary Budget for 2005-
06, creating a Director of Management and Budget position,  and 
creating a full-time City Arborist position  

 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 

 
1. Introduce Ordinance amending the Preliminary Budget for 2005-2006. 

a. Converts one Librarian II from 0.75 Full-time Equivalent (FTE) to 
1.0 FTE, and one Administrative Secretary I from 0.5 FTE to 0.75 
FTE. 

2. Introduce Ordinance establishing a new Director of Management and 
Budget position (304-0002) – Add $37,000 to the City Manager Dept. 

3. Introduce Ordinance converting the part-time Arborist position to full-time 
(168-004) – add $15,000 to the Public Works Dept. 

4. Add one Administrative Assistant II to coordinate Storm Water issues – add 
$25,000 to the City Manager Dept. 

5. Add one Administrative Assistant I as a Grants Coordinator – add $22,000 to 
the Administrative Services Dept. 

 
 
 DISCUSSION: 
 
Information has been presented on both February 1 and February 21 regarding the Mid-
year Budget.  As proposed in the attached ordinance, expenditures would increase by  
$368,510 and revenues would increase by $505,805.  Additional staffing would be added 
to the Library to reflect needed staffing to compensate for the loss of the Library 
Director. 
 
In addition, four other positions are offered for consideration.  Each was discussed during 
the Budget Workshop and specific position information, including costs for the remainer 
of the fiscal year, and a position description for the new position are included in this 
report. 
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FISCAL IMPACT: 
 
The Ordinance as submitted would provide for a substantially similar total reserves 
$1,971,227 vs. $1,974,642) as was originally budgeted.  If all four additional positions 
were approved, the total reserves would be reduced to $1,875,642.
