SUBJECT: 

Amendment to Municipal Code Section 23.64.290 – Liquor Sale 
Provisions – Clarification of the types of establishments, which do 
not serve meals, that would be allowed to serve alcoholic 
beverages. This clarification is being requested so that new 
regulations can be appropriately drafted. 

 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Discuss and Provide Direction to Staff  
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
On December 21, 2005 the City Council, in response to a request from staff, directed the 
Planning Commission to hold a public hearing and develop a recommendation on changes to 
Municipal Code Section 23.64.290, Liquor Sale Provisions, that would allow wine tasting in 
businesses where meals were not provided. Staff reported and understood that the purpose of the 
ordinance change was to allow for wine tasting and any wine purchased would be taken off-site 
for consumption.   
 
It has been suggested to staff that the changes to the municipal code should be written to allow 
the service of liquor by a variety of establishments. These would be considered through the use 
permit process. Some of the establishments that could be considered include reception halls, 
wine bars, or wine clubs. 
 
Staff is seeking direction from Council on whether it should draft changes to the regulations that 
would allow the service of liquor by a broad range of business establishments.
