RECOMMENDATION: 

 
1. Introduce Ordinance amending the Preliminary Budget for 2005-2006. 

a. Converts one Librarian II from 0.75 Full-time Equivalent (FTE) to 
1.0 FTE, and one Administrative Secretary I from 0.5 FTE to 0.75 
FTE. 

 
 DISCUSSION: 
 
On March 1, your Council approved changes to the 2005-06 budget.  These changes have 
been reflected in the attached documents.  Introduction of the attache ordinance, and the 
ultimate adoption of the ordinance is necessary to formally amend the budget.  
 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
 
The Ordinance makes several changes to the beginning fund balance, expenditures and 
revenues, resulting in an overall increase of approximately $103,000 in the ending fund 
balance of the General Fund and an overall decrease of $64,000 in total reserves for the 
General Fund.
