SUBJECT: 2005 AFFORDABLE HOUSING MONITORING PROGRAM 
REPORT

DISCUSSION: 
 
Each year the Housing Division of the Community Development Department conducts 
monitoring of properties that have received discretionary approvals for projects involving the 
creation of a secondary housing unit or affordable housing unit.  The purpose of the monitoring 
is to verify the terms and conditions related to the housing units created.  Attached is the final 
report.  The Housing Committee discussed this report at its February 9, 2006 regular meeting. 
 
The monitoring program found that of the 57 approved second units in Pacific Grove, 52 were in 
compliance with the requirement that the owner reside on the property. Four of the remaining 
five are still under construction and a fifth has been referred to the City Attorney’s office for 
enforcement. Other conditions of the respective approvals for the secondary units were found in 
compliance or, in two cases, brought into compliance. 
 
There are 13 affordable housing units on 6 properties in Pacific Grove. The monitoring program 
found that tenants of these affordable units met income limits and that rents charged for these 
units are within the appropriate limits. 
 
This program will also monitor the illegal housing units that have been registered with the City 
of Pacific Grove. To date, five property owners have applied to register their illegal unit and two 
have successfully completed the process. The monitoring of these illegal units, which were 
registered in 2005, will be done in late 2006. 
 
The attached report provides more detailed information on the results of the 2005 monitoring 
program. 
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
