SUBJECT: MONTH IN THE CITY OF PACIFIC GROVE

RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt Resolution declaring May 2006 as Clean Air Month in the City of Pacific Grove

DISCUSSION:

For the past several years, the Association of Monterey Bay Area Governments (AMBAG) has
promoted the month of May as Clean Air Month. AMBAG, in collaboration with the
Transportation Agency for Monterey County (TAMC), the Monterey Bay Unified Air
Pollution Control District (MBUAPCD) and other organizations have teamed up to promote
cleaner air through the use of sustainable transportation throughout May. The Board of
Directors of AMBAG proclaimed the month of May 2006 as Clean Air Month and the City of
Pacific Grove and other local jurisdictions have been encouraged to declare May 2006 as
Clean Air Month as well.

Throughout the month, AMBAG and local agencies will continue to heighten awareness of
using modes of sustainable transportation such as carpooling, vanpooling, bicycling, using
public transportation, walking, and telecommuting. The City plans to promote use of
alternative transportation during Clean Air Month through the City’s web site. The City also
plans to encourage its employees to participate in Clean Air Month activities.
