SUBJECT: COLLECTION SYSTEM CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT

PROGRAM (CIP) UPDATE

RECOMMENDATION:

DISCUSSION:

Attached is an update of the CIP activities for calendar year 2005 and the projects to be
completed for FY 2006.

FISCAL IMPACT:

During calendar year 2005 and so far this year, the City has expended approximately $650,000
for activities involved in our Sewer Collection System CIP. Those activities include primarily
the third and final phase of our concerted effort to televise our mainlines, spot repair of mainlines
totaling about 16,700 lineal feet of pipeline being removed and replaced, and the analysis of our
sewer system pump stations and the force associated with them.

This coming Fiscal Year (06/07) will see us budgeting ~$600,000 for needed capital
improvements. Those improvements will focus on: Sewer lines the have been determined to be
increased in size to ensure they are capable of handling the sewage flow at that location (~600
lineal feet); removing and replacing of sewer lines (~2,700 lineal feet); and installation of new
sewer line (~600 lineal feet) where sewer mainline currently doesn’t exist and is needed for
current and future develop.

In the following years (up to 7 years), the City is obligated (per Consent Decree) to expend a
minimum of $650,000 (to a cap of $1,000,000) for capital improvement projects. Those projects
will include primarily pump station improvements, force main replacement, gravity line removal
and replacement, spot repairs and increasing pipeline sewage carrying capacity.
