Draft ordinance of the City Council of the City of Pacific Grove 
Amending Municipal Code Section 23.64.290 to allow the 
sampling of wine in conjunction with the retail sale of wine and 
allow for the on-site consumption of wine without the service of 
food in the V-C (Visitor-Commercial) Zone District 

 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Introduce Ordinance and Pass to Print 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
The City Council is considering modifications to the liquor sale provisions found at Municipal 
Code Section 23.64.290. The proposed modifications would allow, through the use permit 
process, the service and sampling of wine without the service of food. The proposed changes, 
along with a description of the changes follow. 
 
Inclusion of the underlined language in section 1 of Municipal Code Section 23.64.290 will 
allow the consideration of an establishment that offers samples or tasting of wines that are 
available for purchase. This change would apply to the C-1, C-2, I, and V-C zone districts. 
 

1. Off-sale licensees, as defined in Section 23394 of the Business and Professions 
Code, may be permitted in a C-1, C-2, I or V-C zone only, and then only with a use 
permit, under the use permit procedures set forth in this section. The sampling or 
tasting of wine offered for sale may be allowed if approved as an element of the use 
permit for the establishment and conducted in compliance with the Alcoholic 
Beverage Control Act of the State of California. 

 
 
The other change being proposed is the addition of the following new section that will allow, 
again through the use permit process, the consideration of establishments that serve wine for on-
site consumption without the service of food. This new section would apply only to the V-C zone 
district. 
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
