SUBJECT: CONSIDERATION OF VOLUNTARY POLICY DESIGNATING 
2006 FEAST OF LANTERNS AS A “TOBACCO FREE” EVENT 

 
RECOMMENDATION:  
Approve the Voluntary Policy 
 
DISCUSSION:  
At its April 11, 2006 meeting, the Feast of Lanterns Committee adopted a voluntary policy that 
would designate two areas of Lovers Point Park as “tobacco-free” zones during the Saturday 
daytime and evening Feast of Lanterns activities scheduled for July 29, 2006. 
 
These locations include the area of the children’s games and the eating and drinking area where 
the Feast of Chicken BBQ is traditionally served.  By recent Council ordinance, the entire Lovers 
Point Beach is designated as “no-smoking”, but the rest of the Feast of Lanterns venues, 
including other parts of the park, the sidewalks, and the Grill, where there are no smoking 
prohibitions, are not affected.  This voluntary restriction on smoking during the Feast of Lanterns 
only is in effect on the Saturday portion of the week-long celebration.       
 
Signage delineating the no-smoking areas will be provided by the Monterey County Tobacco 
Project and posted by Feast of Lanterns volunteers. 
 
The Pacific Grove Special Events Committee will review this voluntary policy at its May 15, 
2006 meeting.  The Beautification and Natural Resources Committee will review the proposed 
signs at its meeting on May 23, 2006. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT:   
None.   Signs designating the no-smoking areas will be provided by the Monterey County 
Tobacco Project and posted by Feast of Lanterns volunteers.
