SUBJECT: ADOPT RESOLUTION AMENDING THE MASTER FEE 
SCHEDULE  

 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Adopt the attached resolution amending the Master Fee Schedule. 

 
 DISCUSSION: 
As part of the budget presentation, it was mentioned that certain fees for services from 
the Public Works Department would be brought to the Council for consideration of 
increasing the fees and adding new fees for certain services. 
 
Two existing fees are being proposed for an increase, while two new fees are also being 
proposed.  The tree permit fee is being proposed for increase from $25 to $35 for a single 
tree, and from $10 to $15 for each additional tree.  In addition, the trimming fee is also 
being increased from $25 to $35.  The encroachment fee is also being recommended for 
increase from $50 to the following sliding scale: 
 
Proposed new fees:   
 
$110.50 for $2,500 and under and/or <200 square feet of work 
$210.50 for over $2,500 and under $5,000 and/or between 200 and 499 square feet of 
work 
$310.50 for $5000 and above and anything above 500 square feet of work. 
 
 
Finally, two new fees are being proposed.  The first is an optional fee for homeowners 
who have a tree removed and do not want to replace the tree on their property.  This fee, 
proposed at $600 would provide sufficient funding for the City to plant a new tree on 
City property and maintain that tree for two years. 
 
The second new fee is for the inspection of lateral sewer line videos.  These videos are 
required upon the transfer of ownership of property within the City.  At present, the City 
receives no reimbursement for the analysis of these fees.  Over 200 inspections were 
performed during the current fiscal year.  The proposed fee is $45.50 per inspection. 
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The golf fees section has also been updated on the attached fee schedule to reflect the 
twelve month costs of the annual cards. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
The combination of increased and new fees is estimated to generate approximately 
$40,000 in additional revenue in fiscal year 2006/07.
