SUBJECT: RESOLUTION TO AMEND COUNCIL POLICY 200-3 
GOVERNING THE MORRIS DILL TENNIS COURTS  

 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Review and approve the Resolution to amend Council Policy 200-3 governing the Morris 
Dill Tennis Courts  
 
DISCUSSION: 
Nearly one year ago, on August 6, 2005, City Council authorized the Recreation Department to 
enter into negotiations with Sevan Zenopian to assume the position as tennis professional at the 
Morris Dill Tennis Courts.    
 
Zenopian had acted in the capacity as interim tennis pro at the Tennis Courts since July 2004 
upon the resignation of Mark Sydnor.  Zenopian also was the only individual to submit a 
responsive proposal to the Recreation Department’s RFP for a tennis pro, issued in July 2005. 
 
Council will recall that in the spring of 2005, the Morris Dill Courts underwent major 
construction, which included resurfacing all five courts, new fencing, and new nets.  The new 
tennis professional would be moving into a virtually brand-new facility. 
 
At the time Council authorized moving forward with negotiations, it was anticipated that the 
contract would commence on September 1, 2005.  In the intervening year, there have been 
numerous discussions between the Recreation Department and Zenopian, but a contract has been 
stalemated over issues such as hours of operation, daily oversight of the courts, numbers of 
tournaments allowed per year, and the concessionaire payment to the City. 
 
In spring 2006, a committee was formed, consisting of Recreation Director John Miller, 
Zenopian, 14th Street neighbor Jerry Norton and long-time tennis player Nate Piotrkowski.  The 
purpose of the committee was to review the Morris Dill Tennis policy and court rules, approved 
by City Council in April 2005, to see if amendments to this policy would be help make 
negotiations more favorable.  The committee met a total of five times.  Although it would be fair 
to say that no one person or group came away totally satisfied with the results, the end product 
gave each constituent group – the City, the neighbors, the tennis players, and the tennis 
professional--a level of comfort that their interests had been addressed.   For example, the 
amended policy would allow the tennis pro to hold five, rather than four, tournaments a year.  
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
