Resources Committee’s approval of a tree removal permit at 147 11" Street, was withdrawn.

A motion of Cort, seconded by Bennett, to direct staff to return with further information
regarding the remaining lifespan of the tree as well as options to preserve the tree while adding a
foundation to the home, was withdrawn.

Drew Murphy, General Contractor and resident at 151 11" Street, indicated that the historic
home was salvageable if the tree was removed but would not be salvageable if the tree remained.
