RESOLUTION AMENDING COUNCIL POLICY 200-6[J],
INTERNET USE, TO INCLUDE INFORMATION ON THE
PROVISION OF WIRELESS ACCESS FROM WITHIN THE
LIBRARY FOR PATRONS USING THEIR OWN LAPTOP
COMPUTERS OR OTHER DEVICES, AND INCLUDING
OTHER MINOR CHANGES.

SUBJECT:

RECOMMENDATION:

Amend Council Policy 200-6[J], Internet Use, to include information on the provision of
wireless access from within the Library for patrons using their own laptop computers or
other devices, and including other minor changes.

DISCUSSION:

The current Council Policy 200-6[J], adopted in 2000, details the Library’s provision of access to
the Internet for patrons using public workstations in the Library via the Library’s server. The
amended policy (copy attached), approved by the Library Board on October 10, 2006, adds
language to include a provision for wireless access at the Library for people using their own
laptop computers or other devices. The most-requested service by Library users over past year
has been wireless access. Approval of amended policy will greatly enhance the Library’s
services.

Total cost is not expected to exceed the $3,000 budgeted for implementation.

The Pacific Grove Public Library seeks to inform, educate and culturally
enrich by providing books and other library materials for all library users.
The Pacific Grove Public Library supports the democratic principle of the
citizen’s right to free access to information. The Library endorses the
American Library Association’s Intellectual Freedom statements, including
The Library Bill of Rights, The Freedom to Read Statement, Free Access to
Libraries for Minors, and Access to Electronic Information, Services and
Networks: an Interpretation of the Library Bill of Rights.

Throughout its history the Pacific Grove Public Library has made
information available in a variety of formats, from print to audiovisual
materials. The Library now has the computers to add electronic resources
from information networks around the world to the Library’s other
resources.

In providing Internet access as an information resource, the Pacific Grove
Library’s goal is to enhance its existing collection in size and depth, and as a
public access agency give opportunity to anyone who wishes to participate
in navigating the Internet, either at the Library or at home through the
Library’s web site.

The Internet allows access to ideas, information and commentary from
around the globe. The Internet is a vast, unregulated global network of
information resources. As such, it provides access to materials which may
be personally, professionally, and culturally enriching to individuals of all
ages; it also enables access to material that may be inaccurate or
controversial as well as materials which may be offensive to some users.
The Library only assumes responsibility for the information provided on the
home page and the supporting web pages resident on its server. The Pacific
Grove Public Library does not monitor and has no control over the
information accessed through the Internet. The Library provides links to
useful and interesting sites, but the Library does not edit or restrict Internet
content. The Library upholds everyone’s intellectual freedom and applies
no restriction on the right to read, listen or view. As with other sources,
