The Board presented a three year service award to Director Ken Gray who represents the City of
Marina on the District Board.

The Board approved the purchase of debris boxes from Wastequip McLauglin. The boxes will be
used in the materials recovery facility. The Board also approved the selection of Peninsula
Business Interior to provide office furniture and authorized a workspace implementation plan.
These items have been included in the 2006-07 budget.

The Board accepted the annual audit for fiscal year 2005/2006 as presented by Paul Nowinski of
Kasavan & Pope, LLP. Mr. Nowinski reported that the District was in very good financial
condition. Mr. Nowinski commented that it was unusual to have no adjusting entries during an
audit, a tribute to the thorough work by District staff throughout the year.

The Board approved the Annual Report for Fiscal Year 2005/2006. The report will be pfinted and
delivered to District member agencies.

General Manager reported that the Department of Conservation had approved a Special Event
Container Recycling and Litter Abatement Grant Application for $124,420. The grant application
is a joint effort between Ecology Action and the District to provide recycling services for large
events within the Monterey Peninsula. Angela Brantley reported that the City of Monterey is the
only city in the state to have been selected by the Department of Conservation for a one-year pilot
program titled “Comprehensive Recycling Community Project” and they will be working with
Peninsula Communities and the District to carry out the program on recycling.
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
