CONSIDER TRIMMING AND REMOVAL OF TREES IN
SUBJECT: GEORGE WASHINGTON PARK, INCLUDING WITHIN

MONARCH BUTTERFLY HABITAT ZONE

RECOMMENDATION:

Find that Immediate Trimming and Removal of Trees in, and adjacent to, the Washington
Park Butterfly Habitat Zone is Necessary to Preserve Public Health, Safety and Welfare in
Accord with Section 12.16.240 of the Pacific Grove Municipal Code and CEQA Guideline
15304-Class 4 Exemption, and Direct Staff to Trim and Remove the Trees; or Direct Staff
to Close the Hazardous Areas Pending Tree Removal

DISCUSSION:

As noted at the City Council meeting of November 6, 2006, Former City Arborist Ron Blecha
identified dead Monterey Pine trees in and adjacent to the George Washington Park (GWP)
Monarch butterfly habitat zone and playground area that were dead and many that should be
removed. City Public Works staff subsequently met with two other arborists to walk through the
park and review Mr. Blecha’s findings. It was determined that 48 trees should be removed, and
an additional one to be evaluated fro removal .

Sixteen (16) trees are located in the playgound ball field area.

The majority of these trees are immature and will be replaced by city staff at a 2:1 ratio.
Three more mature trees overhanging the south end of the ball field will be replaced with
at minimum a 15 gallon tree.

Five (5) trees are located between Pine St. and Laurel St. on Alder St.

Two (2) trees are located on Pine St. off Alder St.

Seven (7) trees are located on Short St. between Alder St. and 17 Mile Dr.

Four (4) trees are located between Laurel St. and Pine St.

One tree is located between Laurel St. and Short St.

Four (4) trees are at Spruce St. and Alder St.

Five (5) trees are on Melrose Dr. between Pine St. and 17 Mile Dr.

Four (4) trees are at the corner of Melrose Dr. and Pine St.
