SUBJECT: FEE WAIVERS FOR PROPOSED “TRADITIONAL” SPECIAL
) EVENTS IN THE CITY FOR 2007

RECOMMENDATION:

Waive the City fees of the 10 proposed special events on the 2007 calendar that have been

classified as “traditional”.

DISCUSSION:

At its September 21, 2006 meeting, the Special Events Committee unanimously approved
granting “traditional” status to 10 of special events proposed for 2007. These events are those
deemed to be directly sponsored by the City or the Pacific Grove Unified School District, or
were traditional or integral to the spirit of Pacific Grove.

Included in this group are:
e The Good Old Days (Street Faire, Motorcycle Competition, and Parade);
City 4" of July BBQ;
Feast of Lanterns Celebration;
PG Auto Rally & BBQ;
PGHS Homecoming Parade;
Butterfly Parade;
High School Marching Band Competition;
Holiday Tree Lighting Ceremony;
Downtown Holiday Parade of Lights;
and Stillwell’s Snow in the Park.

The Special Events Committee recommends that the same 10 “traditional” events that were
granted a waiver in paying event-related fees to the City by Council in the past years be given
the same consideration for 2007. Fees exempted for these events include: rental of parks and
parking lots; garbage/recycling receptacles; barricades; and the services of City staff, such as
Police, Fire, Public Works and Recreation. All other event organizers, however, will be required
to pay these event-related costs.
