B. Forrest Hill Manor Construction – Update by Staff 
      Malcolm reported that Commander Tom Uretsky, Fred Hardee and himself met 

with representatives of the Construction Company to discuss the positioning of the 
temporary fencing on Fountain Avenue. It was decided to allow the entire length of 
fence on Fountain Avenue between Sinex and Gibson Avenues to extend into 
Fountain Avenue seven feet from the face of the curb.  Malcolm also informed the 
Commission of follow-up meetings between the Construction Company and Cmdr 
Tom Uretsky and himself regarding this same issue which has been resolved. 

      Fred Hardee also noted that representatives of XL Construction have been very 
cooperative. 
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
