SUBJECT: 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PACIFIC GROVE 
MODIFYING EXISTING PARKING RESTRICTIONS IN THE 
CITY OF PACIFIC GROVE’S MUNICIPAL CODE BY 
PROHIBITING THE PARKING OF COMMERCIAL 
VEHICLES IN RESIDENTIAL NEIGHBORHOODS 

RECOMMENDATION: 
Introduce an Ordinance adding Section 16.40.575 – Commercial Vehicles in Residential 
Neighborhoods, to the Pacific Grove Municipal Code to prohibit the parking of commercial 
vehicles in residential neighborhoods from 2:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. of any day.  
 
DISCUSSION: 
Earlier this year the Traffic Commission received a request from Pacific Grove residents that 
consideration be given to prohibiting the overnight parking of large commercial vehicles in their 
neighborhood. The City’s existing Municipal Code prohibits the parking of commercial vehicles on all 
streets of Pacific Grove between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. of every day.  The description of 
these vehicles in the current existing Code Section, 16.40.570 prohibits the parking of large SUV’s, large 
pickups and some recreational vehicles on our streets.  
 
The Traffic Commission after many discussions proposed to rewrite the current Municipal Code Sections 
to specify residential neighborhoods instead of all City streets and to describe the size of the vehicles 
utilizing the classes of vehicles as indicated in the Towing Recovery Association of America (TRAA) 
guide.  This will change the existing vehicle description to allow the parking of SUV’s and current 
pickups that are used for personal use. The time of the parking restriction, 2:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. of every 
day, will remain unchanged. Commercial vehicles parking in residential areas will first be given a 
warning notice of the parking restriction prior to receiving a citation.
