SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PACIFIC GROVE MODIFYING EXISTING PARKING
RESTRICTIONS IN THE CITY OF PACIFIC GROVE’S
MUNICIPAL CODE BY PROHIBITING THE PARKING OF
COMMERCIAL VEHICLES IN RESIDENTIAL
NEIGHBORHOODS

SUBJECT:

RECOMMENDATION:

Pass and adopt an Ordinance adding Section 16.40.575 — Commercial Vehicles in Residential
Neighborhoods, to the Pacific Grove Municipal Code to prohibit the parking of commercial
vehicles in residential neighborhoods from 2:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m. of any day.

DISCUSSION:
On December 6, 2006, the City Council introduced an ordinance prohibiting the parking of
commercial vehicles in residential neighborhoods from 2:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m. of any day.

Introduction of the ordinance was the first step in the process and Council adoption and passage
of the ordinance is the next step. No substantial changes to an ordinance can be made between its
introduction and passage and adoption and there have not been any changes to the ordinance
since it was introduced on December 6, 2006. The ordinance will become effective 30 days
following passage and adoption.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PACIFIC GROVE MODIFYING
PARKING RESTRICTIONS ON CITY STREETS BY ADDING SECTION
16.40.575 PARKING - COMMERCIAL VEHICLES IN RESIDENTIAL
NEIGHBORHOODS OF THE PACIFIC GROVE MUNICIPAL CODE

WHEREAS, parking problems have arisen in some areas of the City regarding
the over night parking of commercial vehicles in residential neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, the current code section regarding the parking of commercial
vehicles does not specifically describe residential neighborhood areas; and

WHEREAS, it is has been determined that the current code does not adequately
describe commercial vehicles in regards to weight and width and could cause some sport
utility vehicles and other passenger vehicles to be in violation because they exceed the
current description of commercial vehicles as described in the current code section; and

WHEREAS, it seems more appropriate to modify the description of commercial
vehicles so as to allow the overnight parking of oversize sport utility vehicles and
oversize passenger vehicles and allow for the parking of these vehicles in residential
neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, it seems appropriate that we use the vehicles identification guide as
developed by the Towing and Recovery Association of America (TRAA) as a guide for
identifying vehicles in violation of this Ordinance, See Exhibit “A” attached; and

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: Section 16.40.570 of the Pacific Grove Municipal Code, entitled
“Parking — Commercial Vehicles” shall be repealed in its entirety.

SECTION 2: The text set forth in this section shall be added as Section 16.40.575
of the Pacific Grove Municipal Code, entitled “Parking — Commercial Vehicles in
Residential Neighborhoods”, as follows:

16.40.575 Parking — Commercial Vehicles In Residential Neighborhoods

No person shall stop, stand or park a commercial vehicle which weighs
over 10,001 Ibs unladen and is classified as a Class 3 Medium Duty
vehicle or higher by the Towing Recovery Association of America
(TRAA) identification guide, on any street in a residential neighborhood
for a time longer than thirty minutes between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and
4:00 a.m. of any day. Any violation of this section shall constitute an
infraction.
