Administrative Enforcement Hearing Officer Panel.

[ was born and raised in Pacific Grove and later returned to live here. [ have very strong
ties to this area and the people who live here. My father was a teacher / administrator in
the Pacific Grove Unified School District for 29 years and was an example to all in his
selfless service to others. I myself currently work for the Monterey Bay Aquarium
Research Institute (MBARI) as a Senior Research Technician. The focus of my work
there involves the design and construction of instrumentation; in short, I build things and
am very good at visualizing problems and how they might be solved.

My qualifications for how I might be able to judge code enforcement issues comes
largely from a remodeling effort of my own property here in town as an owner builder.
Through this trial by fire experience I crossed the gamut of the community development
process, including no less than four P.G. commissions. These included the Planning,
Architectural Review, Historic Resources and Natural Resources Commissions. Along
the way I learned many things, chief among them is that there is definitely a process to be
followed! This process must be navigated carefully and for the uninitiated it’s certainly
not an easily understood path. I’ve found that many in similar circumstances have not a
little apprehension in fully engaging in the process for this reason. There are many
explanations for why this might be true and in my opinion those should be more fully
explored by the city. However, in the end the framework in which this all occurs is our
municipal code and it is, for the most part, very specific. Violations can and will occur,
some unintentional, some not. It’s not always an easy matter to discern how or why these
violations have occurred but it is an easier matter perhaps to determine if an actual
violation did occur. I think this is what is being asked for from the members of this panel.
I believe I can fairly act as a judge in these matters and would do my best to fully
understand all of the relevant issues. I would also help those involved in such a dispute be
successful in accomplishing their project, as much as I possibly could.
