The study began on Sep/30/02 at 14:00 and 
concluded on Oct/04/02 at 12:15, lasting a total of 94.25 hours. Traffic statistics were recorded in 15 minute 
time periods. The total recorded volume showed 294 vehicles passed through the location with a peak 
volume of 6 on Oct/01/02 at [15:00-15:15] and a minimum volume of 0 on Sep/30/02 at [14:45-15:00]. The 
AADT count for this study was 75.

At least half the vehicles 
were traveling in the 20 - 25 MPH range or lower.  The average speed for all classifed vehicles was 21 
MPH with 2.43% vehicles exceeding the posted speed of 25 MPH.  The HI-STAR found 0.00 percent of the 
total vehicles were traveling in excess of 55 MPH.  The mode speed for this traffic study was 20MPH and 
the 85th percentile was 24.57 MPH.
